Teacher Education Percentage of the FTE

In order to differentiate student full-time equivalents (FTE) with
and without the teacher education option in the Interdisciplinary
Bachelor degree and the Bachelor Special Education, the
percentage of graduates (three-year average) from each degree
programme who have completed a school internship were
included. The thus-calculated Teacher Education FTE was then
compared to the total number of FTE (but excluding students on
leave of absence and doctoral candidates) per teaching unit and
faculty.
